Montgomery College employees are enrolled in either the Maryland State Pension plan or the Optional 
Retirement Plan. The Optional Retirement Plan is available to faculty members and professional staff employees 
whose positions require a minimum of a bachelor’s degree. The Maryland State Retirement Plan has been 
closed to new enrollment since January 1, 1980.

Significant changes were made to the State Pension Plan effective July 1, 2011. Contributions were increased 
from 5 percent to 7 percent for all employees. Vesting and retirement eligibility were increased for employees 
hired after July 1, 2011.

The information presented below provides retirement eligibility information for each of the plans. In aggregate, 
15 percent of all College employees are currently eligible for service retirement, 12 percent are eligible for early 
retirement and an additional 5 percent are eligible, for either service or early retirement, within the next five years.

Additionally, there are three (3) employees that are not eligible for participation in the Maryland State 
Retirement program as Montgomery College employees.
